Between the Select Board and the Planning Board

1. The Town Planner shall take primary direction from the Planning Board Chair.

2. The work of any Board, Committee or Commission being supported by the Town Planner, as
required by statute, including but not limited to Special Permits, Site Plan Decisions, Subdivision
Decisions, Orders of Conditions, Appeals and Public Hearings, shall be considered top priority
work.

3. Prioritization of non-statutory work:

a. When assistance is requested of the Town Planner, by a supported Board, Committee,
Commission or the Town Administrator, for work not required by statute, the Town
Planner shall give priority to Planning Board requests for assistance, followed by other
requests in the order determined by the Town Planner received.

b. Where prioritization of the Planning Board work causes a conflict with the work
requested by other Boards, Committee, Commissions or the Town Administrator, the
Town Administrator and the Planning Board Chair shall resolve the schedule. if the
Town Administrator and the Planning Board Chair cannot agree, the Select Board Chair
shall decide.

4. Performance Reviews: The Planning Board Chair shall jointly review the Town Planner with the
Town Administrator either in person or virtually. This may require a change in the Personnel
Administration Plan.

If approved as amended, the requirements of this Memorandum of Understanding shall be incorporated
into the description of the Town Planner. Upon incorporation, any reference to an MOU will be stricken
from the job description of the Town Planner.

2021 BOXBOROUGH ANNUAL TOWN MEETING PREVIEW: draft 5 5 2021

Boxborough voters are urged to attend the 2021 Boxborough Annual Town Meeting (ATM) starting at 9
AM SATURDAY June 12 at the Boxboro Regency Hotel. This letter along with other information can be
found on the Town’s website: https://www.boxborough-ma.gov/507/Town-Meeting

In light of the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, the Select Board wanted to keep residents safe from COVID-
19 and for everyone to feel comfortable about coming to town meeting, so this year’s meeting will be
unique in many ways:

a) To allow more people to be fully vaccinated, the meeting has been moved to June.

b) The meeting will take place at the Regency Hotel BOTH in the 12,000 square foot Parade Room AND
outdoors in the parking lot (bring hats and sunscreen).

c) To allow the outdoor portion to take place in daylight, the meeting will start at 9 AM on SATURDAY
June 12 (check-in starts at 8:15 AM; rain date SUNDAY June 13).

Everyone both indoors and outdoors will be able to hear speakers, speak themselves, and vote on all
articles. Presentations will be shown on screens indoors; presentation materials will be available to
voters sitting outdoors. And the presentations will be available via streaming through BXB-TV on any
internet connected device, however you will notice a slight delay in the audio on the speakers and the
presentation being streamed.

All seats will be set in pairs 6 feet apart in all directions. Attendees will be asked to wear masks for
everyone’s greater protection.

Town Meeting will run straight through the day and the plan is to finish on Saturday. Food will be
available to be purchased from the Regency, additionally attendees are welcome to bring their own
food.

The ATM will begin with brief reports from the Select Board and the AB School Committee, after which
voters will be asked to approve salaries for elected officials. The ATM will then consider changes to the
Personnel Administration Plan and the Plan’s Classification and Compensation Schedule.

A major section of the ATM will give residents the opportunity to vote on the proposed Town Operating
Budget.

The next three articles relate to a propose $1.5 million improvement of the Liberty Fields Recreation Area.
This discussion is planned to start at about noon. Other articles may be taken out of order to keep this at
noon or shortly after if the previous business is finished before noon.

Article 9 asks for funding for the first year of the collective bargaining agreements covering the Fire, Police
and Dispatch unions. Article 10 proposes increased staff for the Fire Department and Article 11 asks for
increased hours for the town clerk position.

The Select Board, in consultation with Town Counsel, the Moderator, and the Finance Committee, have
placed the next 22 articles on consent agendas, believing these articles can be properly voted without
debate. If any voter objects, individual articles can be removed from the Consent Agenda and be debated
separately. Among these articles are $120,000 for software conversion, personal property tax updates,
and valuation services for the Assessor’s area (Article 18), $800,000 for a new Fire Department pumper
truck (Article 30), $230,000 for purchase of a dump truck for the Department of Public Works (article 32),
and $300,000 for road maintenance/paving (Article 33).



The next non-consent article requests $10,000 for the Conservation Trust Fund (article 34).

Articles 35 through 38 are zoning by-law amendments. Article 35 and 36 would regulate small wireless
facilities and solar energy systems respectively. Article 37 was submitted by petition from 10 or more
registered voters and seeks to amend the zoning bylaw by allowing life sciences uses while prohibiting the
use of animals in research, development, testing or training in Boxborough. Article 38 is an update to the
hazardous material bylaw.

The last two items on the agenda are sense of the meeting articles on Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion
(Article 39) and Sustainability (Article 40). While these articles will not result in any specific action, they
are important because they ask town meeting to take a position on behalf of the town.

Everyone is urged to review the warrant ahead of time; those with questions should call the appropriate
Town officials. A copy of the warrant is available at Boxborough-ma.gov and has been mailed to all the
households in Town. Information is also available on the Boxborough Town Meeting Facebook page.

Those attending Town Meeting are urged to bring non-perishable items for the Food Pantry. Especially
needed are hot and cold cereals, hearty soups, dried or canned beans, canned meat and fish, rice, pasta
and sauce, pasta, toilet paper, detergents, incontinence items, and diapers.
