Cimizens CONCERNS

Becky Neville spoke to the community’s response to the Swanson Road fire and her concerns as to the management company still not
allowing residents on to the site to recover their personal property and that their communication with residents has been lacking. It
has been over two months since the fire. There was discussion as to safe access concerns and the condominium unit owners’ financial
obligations.

GENERAL BUSINESS

Citizen Concern — Stonewall Bylaw - George Elenbaas

Elenbaas spoke to his concerns about the excavations for the new home being built at 566 Middle Rd.; specifically, stone wall(s) located
on the property. The legal opinion provided by Town Counsel was discussed. The site work that Elenbaas is concerned about is
occurring on the lot and so it is beyond the Town'’s right of way; outside of the Town’s jurisdiction. There was discussion as to existing
bylaws [e.g. Earth Removal, Scenic Roadway Bylaws]; similar occurrences in the past; improving communication with property owner
and town processes, including enforcement.

MassDEP Program on private well PFAS testing — Mary Jude Pigsley, Regional Dir, MassDEP
Member Fox introduced the MassDEP Officials that were present to report of the Town’s PFAS Testing efforts - Mary Jude Pigsley,
MassDEP Regional Dir.; Mark Baldi, Dpty. Reg.Dir. Bureau of Waste Site Cleanup; Marielle Stone, Dpty Reg. Dir. Bureau of Water



Resources and Fred Civian, Private Well Program Planner, Drinking Water Program. Member Fox provided background as to the Water
Resources Commission’s discussions with the officials regarding PFAS concerns. Dir. Pigsley spoke to a Power point explaining what is
PFAS; how it impacts water systems, current efforts to identified impacted public water sources, proposed increased regulation;
possible mitigation measures and the testing program being introduced in Boxborough. This presentation, and testing sign up links
and other important information will be published to the Town website. Some residents provided their input as to their own water
quality testing regime; concerns about use of their water and how these concerns are handled in other parts of the country. Mr. Civian
reported on this statewide testing effort [84 communities] and 40 participants being sort for Boxborough.

DPW Update — DPW Director Kukkula
®  Proposed FY 2022 Transfer Station Fees
Kukkula is recommending keeping the fees the same this year. He spoke to the cost savings realized with the roll off truck;
eliminating the private hauler. The consensus of the Board was to eliminate the “new resident” line from the fee schedule.
Member Markiewicz moved to approve the FY 2022 Transfer Station fees schedule as revised, to delete “new resident” line.
Seconded by Member Neyland. Approved: 5-0 by Roll Call Stemple “aye,” Markiewicz “aye,” Neyland “aye,” Fox “aye,” and
Fowlks “aye.”

®*  Hazardous Waste Day — Saturday, June 19, 2021
DPW Director Kukkula reviewed the information being provided and their efforts to advertise this event.

®  Roadway Schedule Treatment Update
The FY21 road treatment projects will be out to bid soon, with bids should be in by April. The intention is to have them
completed by mid-September. The FY22 project schedule will be decided after Town Meeting. Dir. Kukkula addressed concerns
as to several areas around town — Codman Hill Road “pot hole” will be cut out and repaved by DPW and that an engineering
study may be necessary to address the Sargent Road paving at the railroad crossing and that the MBTA will need to be involved
in project development.

CARES Act Grant — Additional Allocation to AB School District - David Verdolino, Director of Finance AB School District

Mr. Vendolino reviewed the programs and measures that the District has been able to put in place to address the needs of students
and their families during these difficult times e.g. the community curbside meal program. This program has served approximately
200,000 meal so far. The funds are coming from the previous CARES Grant. These funds are to cover from November — February and
reimburse for the costs incurred those months. If the program continues, it will probably cost approximately $25,000-30,000/month.
There is a question if the program will be able to continue once the students return to school fully, due to staffing issues. The program
should be able to continue through the summer. Member Neyland moved to approve the request of the Acton Boxborough School
District to allocate additional CARES grant funding of $15,752 to offset expenditures incurred by the Acton Boxborough School District
in addressing the Covid-19 Pandemic in support of the AB School District Community Meals curbside distribution program. Seconded
by Member Stemple. Approved: 5-0 by Roll Call Stemple “aye,” Markiewicz “aye,” Neyland “aye,” Fox “aye,” and Fowlks “aye.”

Fiscal Year 2022 Animal Control Officer Intermunicipal Agreement
Member Neyland moved to approve FY 2022 Animal Control Officer IMA with Town of Littleton, as written. Seconded by Member
Stemple. Approved: 5-0 by Roll Call Stemple “aye,” Markiewicz “aye,” Neyland “aye,” Fox “aye,” and Fowlks “aye.”

Youth Sports — Field Use Fee Waiver requests

DPW Dir. Kukkula and members of the Recreation Commission participated in these discussions. There was a review of the field use
applications and fee waiver requests received from Kevin Thomas of Acton Boxborough Youth Baseball, Bronson Terry of Acton
Boxborough Youth Soccer, and Rick Barrett of Boxborough Tae Kwon Do. There was discussion as to current fee schedule; registration
fees received by the A-B youth sports organizations; the field use fees they are being charge in Acton; field maintenance costs; the
proposed Liberty Fields Renovation article(s) and requesting more information from these AB youth organizations on these matters.
The consensus was to pass over voting the two AB Youth sports requests at this time. Boxborough TKD Dir. Rick Barrett explained the
limited use of the fields that he was looking for. The Board members supported the waiving of fees for the Boxborough Tae Kwon Do
program. Member Neyland moved to waive field user fees for Boxborough Tae Kwon Do for calendar year 2021. Seconded by Member
Stemple. Approved: 5-0 by Roll Call Stemple “aye,” Markiewicz “aye,” Neyland “aye,” Fox “aye,” and Fowiks “aye.”

Inclusivity and Equity — Fowlks

Based on the continuing reports of “hate crimes” being perpetrated on specific races/classes in our country he would like to Board to
issue another statement denoting Boxborough as an inclusive and welcoming Town that is intolerant of such hate. Specifically, the
occurrences in Atlanta on March 15, 2021, against the Asian and Pacific islander Americans (AAPI). Approximately 16% of the
Boxborough population identifies as AAPI community. The Board supported this statement however, it would be need to be further
refined before issuing.
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
